F. Quill Sammon, Sr., born August 11, 1878, died November 12, 1947 Charter member of the Lawrenceville Kiwanis Club, First President December 19, 1922, also served as President four other years, 1923, 1924, 1925, and 1929. Remained a continuous member for 25 Years.

Quill was a native and life long resident of Gwinnett County, having been born near Dacula. In 1898 he established the F.Q. Sammon Funeral Home and operated it until his death, having branches in Norcross and Winder. He loved his profession, excelled in it, and while serving in the State Legislature, sponsored legislation which helped raise it to the high standard it now enjoys. He served a number of terms as President of the Georgia Funeral Directors Association. In public life, he was Mayor of Lawrenceville some fifteen years at different times, served several terms as a member of the Legislature from Gwinnett County and State Senator from the Fifty-first District.

He was interested in every movement and project that related to human betterment in the community and throughout the state of Georgia. A ready and gifted speaker who could wield an influence that was forceful to aid in bringing a worthy venture to a beneficial reality. His generosity was shown by his liberal gifts to these projects which community launched. He was listed with the leaders in church, school, civic clubs, county and city organizations where his personal interest was felt as he gave council and help in planning the details of the program of these institutions.

After a brief illness he passed from this life to his eternal home on Wednesday, November 12th, 1947. Funeral services were held at the First Baptist Church Lawrenceville, of which he was a faithful member. Many floral tributes and the presence of a great concourse of friends were a beautiful testimony to the esteem in which he was held by the people in this section of the State of Georgia.
